• The graduation ceremony will take place at the Arts and Culture Centre.

How do I know if I am graduating?  

• You will be advised via college email, if you have registered for the Graduation Ceremony, and you 
are NOT potentially eligible to graduate. 

 
What is the process for picking up the tickets?  

• Tickets MUST be picked up between May 22nd – June 8th (8:30 am – 4:00 pm) during regular business 
hours, except for May 28th.  On May 28, 2025, tickets can be picked up from 8:30am – 6:00pm. 
 

• There will be NO ticket pick up at the Arts and Culture Centre. 
 

o There will be NO ADMITTANCE TO THE CEREMONY, if you do not present a Guest Ticket.
